Place: University of Tsukuba, International Program in Medical Sciences.

Participating Laboratories: Faculty of Medicine (to be announced)
Objective: This program is designed for qualified undergraduate students majoring in the field of biomedical sciences. Eight undergraduate students, 4 from Indonesia and 4 from Vietnam, will be selected to visit University of Tsukuba, to obtain research experiences and trainings in medical science laboratory. Eight undergraduate students from University of Tsukuba majoring in Medical Technology will also participate in this program. A student from Tsukuba and a student from abroad will form a pair to join in one of the basic medical science laboratory and work together on a research project. In addition to the laboratory work, students will have an opportunity to attend research seminars presented by our faculty, and presentation lectures instructed by the Medical English Communication Center staff. They will also visit other research facilities in Tsukuba area and science museum in Tokyo. All students are expected to make a short presentation on their accomplishments on the final day of the program. This one-week intensive lectures and laboratory work will provide our students with an opportunity to learn directly from our distinguished researchers and cultivate their expertise.
